They may or may not eventually become officers of the nonprofit
organization. Apply for an Employer |dentification Number (EIN),
regardless of whether or not your organization will have
employees.
Formulate the organization's mission statement (Optional: include
mission, goals and core values).

A CALL TO ACTION

CTA's 2007 Budget Hearing:

The CTA's 2007 Budget hearing is coming your way. Already, the CTA is
projecting a $110 million budget deficit. Its proposed budget is $1.33 Billion,
meaning the deficit is nearly 10% of this budget. However. CTA is again
threatening as much as  30% in service cuts and fare increases if State and
other Iocal governments fail to fill its budget gap. NCBG's Campaign for
Better Transit (CBT) a citywide transit advocacy organization to urging the
public engage government by coming out and testifying at the CTA's Budget
Hearing:

The hearing will be held, Wednesday, November 8th, B p.m. at the CTA
Headquarters - 567 West Lake Street (near the Clinton El Stop). To
review CTA's proposed budget. go to www.transitchicago.com.

Special Note: You can also testify on CTA matters at the November Ist City
Council Budget Hearing (the CTA is a sister-agency to the City). Cook County
will hold a similar public hearing on its budget in November (date/time TBD).
Again, CTA and METRA service matters can be presented at the Cook County
Hearing.

Referenda to Consider

The November 7 Election will have several referenda items that require
your support. The Neighborhood Capital Budget Group (NCBEG) urges the
public to support the following county-wide referenda.

T "Shall Minois enact legislation in 2007 to increase the minimum
wage for llinois workers from §6:50 an hour ta 7:500 an hour?"

T "For the health and safety of children and the entire community,
shall the State of Minois enact a comprehensive ban on the

manufacture, sale, delivery and possession of military-style
assault weapons and .50 caliber rifles 7"

On Wednesday. October Iith, Mayor Daley released his proposed $5.7 Billion
2007 Budget. The budget has increased $200 million from its 2006 level due
to natural revenue growth. The Mayor is proposing no new taxes or fees as
part of this budget. Over $8 million will be targeted for youth and adults
jobs/internship opportunity. Nearly $3 million will go to enhance the Gallery
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Gallery 37 program by adding a new Science 37 program along with hiring
800 youth over the 2007 summer season. In response to public demands
and locally generated community platforms following the murders of the
two (2) Englewood area girls in March 2006, the City is targeting
$200.000 for a workforce partnership program for Englewood. This is
significantly lower then the dollars originally targeted using TIFWORKS
dollars within the 4 TIF districts covering the neighborhood.

Currently, The City Council is hosting Departmental Hearings until October
30th. The public is invited to testify before the City Council on its
2007 Budget recommendations. Come and register on November Ist,
11:30 a.m.. in City Hall - Chambers - Znd floor.

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A Call to Action Continued
Town Hall Meeting To Stop HB4030

The following message was forwarded to me by Ms. Yolanda Brownlee, of the
FAA.

I'm sure you've all heard about HB4050, there's going to be a Town Hall
Meeting, Wednesday October 25, 200B. doors open at 9:00pm, meeting
starts at B:00pm, at AFC 73th & Ashland. PLEASE, PLEASE attend, this is a
very important issue, and involves us all. not just homeowners, all, it's a
violation of our rights. They will have petitions available, please at least stop
by to sign a petition so this can be put on the ballot in November.

We've covered lllinois House Bill 4050 -- the lllinois Predatory Lending
Database Law -- |7 times. The story has been a moving target of sorts | so
for those coming late to the party, here is the brief run-down: HB 4050 is a
pilot program in Cook County (lllinois) designed to protect mortgage
applicants from unscrupulous loan originators. The pilot program lasts four
years.

HB 4050 was passed in July 2005 and became lllinois state law January |,
2006. It will not be implemented and enforced until the physical database to
compile and store data is completed, however. HB 4040 applies to state-
chartered loan originators (i.e. mortgage brokers and local mortgage
bankers). Therefore. federally-chartered banks are exempt (ie. Chase,
National City, Fifth Third, Bank of America) from the law.

HB 4050 requires "High Risk" individuals to receive financial advice from
federally-approved financial counselors before completing @ mortgage
transaction. The definition of "High Risk" is stated in the rules of the law.
These are summarized as follows: Applicant FICO score is less than 620, or
Applicant FICD score is between 621-650 and any one of these conditions is
true: Subject property was financed within the last 12 months; Mortgage
product has an Interest Only feature; Mortgage product is an ARM with an
initial fixed period of 3 years or less; Mortgage application does not require
the verification of applicant's income; Mortgage product contains a
prepayment penalty; Mortgage product contains a negative amortization
feature (i.e. Option ARM) Total points and fees payable by borrower at, or
before, closing exceeds 2% of the |oan size.

HB 4050 does not apply to all of Cook County. It only applies to designated zip
codes. This is a map of those zip codes. We also created an overlay map of
the pilot program with a map of areas in which mortgage fraud has
occurred. Some industry parties are concerned about lllinois House Bill

4050: Title companies are concerned about their ability to navigate HB 4040
in order to provide a clean title policy. They have asked the state for "Safe
Harbor" (ie. "we'll do our very best to comply with the law in
qood faith, but please don't hold us responsible for other companies' errors,
omissions ~ and  falsehoods").That  request  was  denied.

Lenders are concerned that title companies cannat provide clean title. That
means that a lender will forgo its right to foreclose on a non-performing
loan. In other words, a homeowner has no incentive to pay the mortgage
because the lender won't legally be able to take the home back. No right to
foreclose = no money lent to homeowners.

Consumer Rights Advocates are concerned that employees of the state, of
brokers, of lenders and of title companies will have access to a single
database that stores every detail about a mortgage applicant's life - social
security number, credit history, income, address, date of birth, assets,
employment and more. Realtors are concerned that the difficulty in acquiring
mortgage financing will depress, or halt, home buying in impacted areas.
Community leaders are concerned that the pilot program will extend the
mortgage approval process and will add "time costs” for the homeowner. It
is more expensive to lock a loan for B0 days than for 30 days. as an example.

The lllinois Association of Mortgage Brokers is concerned on a number of
fronts, mostly raising questions to the practicality of the law. This author is
concerned that federally-chartered banks are in the business of collecting
deposits, not the business of assessing risk of and lending money for
mortgages. Therefore, these banks tend not to lend money to folks with FICO
scores lower than B0 (although some will on a case-by-case basis) -- it's
too much risk for the bank. So, if federally-chartered banks won't lend below
Ba0 FICO score, homeowners may be left without any options for mortgages
whatsoever. This problem is exacerbated for sub-620 FICO homeowners.
