Successful Program Planning and
Evaluation for Nonprofit Organizations

I received the following message from Ms. Sarah Rothschild, Program
Coordinator at the UIC-Great Cities Institute

The Office of Professional Education at the Great Cities Institute is pleased
to announce the launch of our newest course: Successful Program Planning
and Evaluation for Nonprofit Organizations. This five-week course, offered
entirely online, teaches nonprofit practitioners how to build effective
evaluations into their programs by identifying measurable goals and
objectives, developing logic models and writing evaluation reports.

According to the course content expert and course instructor, Noah
Temaner Jenkins, this class is designed to teach intrepid nonprofit staff
that data collection and analysis can be easy if they plan ahead.
Incorporating data collection and evaluation plans in program design helps
program managers know what data to collect when it is easily available –
during implementation.

Students participating in the beta launch of the course reported that the
logic model was the most effective tool they learned about in the course.
UIC Urban Planning professor, Curt Winkle, provides an excellent 5-minute
presentation on how to develop logic models, and throughout the course
students are provided with links to renown resources such as the W.K.
Kellogg Foundation, the Ounce of Prevention Fund, the University of
Wisconsin Extension, the Harvard Family Research Project and the
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).

 The skills to plan programs with evaluations built in from the

onset
 An understanding of the various data collection methods used in
 evaluations
 Evaluation reporting tools that will improve funding reports
